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NATIONAL POLICIES ON SCHOOL MANAGEMENT TRAINING

In many countries the national policies on education can be characterized with the term deregulation and decentralization. These policy measures have consequences for the autonomy of schools, and sometimes for the marketization of the education sector. These developments have several implications for the role of the school director or principal. Activities of the national governments in stimulating professionalisation of school principals differ. On the one hand it is not logical that a deregulating government should regulate professionalisation. On the other hand it is the task of the government to create the conditions for good education and professionalisation is such a condition.
In this lecture an overview will be given on the trends and mechanisms the can be found in policies on professionalisation of school leaders. Examples of different countries will be used to illustrate these trends. Finally attention will be given to the position of Vietnam in the international context
