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Abstract 
Despite the vast research on trans-national migration and trafficking in persons, little is known about the needs of women who have migrated or have been trafficked into prostitution and have returned (returnees) from overseas. Having a border with China which has been facing the lack of females due to the one-child policy and Cambodia which is famous with sex industry, Vietnam has experienced the ongoing flows of female migration and trafficking to two these countries. There has been an increasing number of Vietnamese women who were victims of human trafficking returning to their hometown.  This ethnographic study will last 6 months and focus on 54 returnees from overseas in Luong Phong Commune, Hiep Hoa District, Bac Giang province in Vietnam where is considered a trouble-spot of trafficking in women in the whole country. The study aims at 1) describing the current circumstances of the returnees; 2) evaluating the needs of the returnees; 3) identifying difficulties the returnees meet in reintegrating into the community 4) discussing an interventional program to support the returnees and 5) contributing to the literature on trafficking in women in Vietnam. The data will be collected by a variety of methods, such as secondary-data collections, participant observation, semi-structured interviews and group discussions. The final report will be submitted to the sponsor organizations for the next intervention project.
